2. The School must function as per Karnataka Education
Act, 1983 and Child Rights Education Act, 2009 and rules
framed thereunder.

3. 25% of the seats are to be reserved for the children from
vulnerable groups under Child Rights Education Act, 2009 and
the Rules framed thereunder. The schools falls under the
purview of R.T.E have the power to register the seats reserved
by the Government under R.T.E. [ The Government has
enacted the Rules so as to facilitate the parents to admit their
children in neighbouring schools, accordingly, if there is
Government Educational Institutions or the Educational
Institutions which obtained the grant of the Government, the
children will be admitted in that school] if not, private schools
have to admit the children admitted by the Government and
shall extend the opportunity of continue the studies upto
preliminary stage. Allowing these children to continue their

studies without any discrimination.

Therefore,
recovery of any fee from the said children is prohibited.

5. Recovery of the capitation fee in any manner whatsoever
and donations offered by the parents voluntarily either at the
time of admission or thereafter by the School and Governing
Council of the School is prohibited.

6.  The School/Governing Council has to publish the
information of the fees as prescribed by it in the School Notice
Board/Website and SATS under Section 2B of the RTE Act.
Excess fee rather than the prescribed fee should not be
recovered.

7.  The School/Goveming Council has to admit the students
during the period as prescribed by the Government only.

8.  The School/Governing Council cannot refuse the

admission against the following aspects;

(i) dueto paucity of evidence of proof:

(ii) on the basis of the Caste, religion, place of birth,

language;

(iii)

if the admission sought after the expiry of the extended

period of admissijon;




9. All safety measures are to be undertakes as per RTC Act
and Rules, Kamataka Education Act and Rules (Fire Safety
and Building Safety Certificate from the concerned authorities
and Children Learning Safety as per K.S.C.P.C.R and
N.C.P.C.R)

10. The School/Governing Council as under:

(i) Any child who obtained admission should not be

withheld or should not be evicted from the school till
completion of primary education and middle education.

(ii) Any child should not be subjected to physical or mental
harassment.

(iii) There is no necessity of passing by any child in the
board examination till completion of primary education.

(iv) Certificate will be issued for Each Child completing the
primary education as prescribed under Rule 21 of RTE Rules
and Kamataka Education Act and Rules.

(v) The School must have Special Necessities/Special
children are to be enrolled as per RTE Act and Rules and as
per the provisions of the Karnataka Education Act and Rules.

(vi) The appointed teachers must possess minimum

gualification as prescribed to the Primary and High School
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Teachers in the RTE Act and Rules and as per the provisions
ol the Karnataka Education Act and Rules.

(vit) The pay and allowances payable to the teachers and
Service Rules and Conditions will be as stipulated by the State
Government and the salaries are being paid to the teachers
through Government Notification (Provident fund (PE) and
Bank and other payments.

(viii) Teachers shall discharge their duties as stipulated under
Section 24(10 of the Act and RTE Act and Rules and
Karnataka Education Act and Rule 17 of the Rules and for the
consideration of supervision, they shall not indulge in private
tuition.

11.  The School must follow the academic state curriculum
and state text books to which the school is affiliated,

12. The School shall maintain rules and standards as
specified in Section 19 of the Karnataka Education Act.
Departmental Staff are to appointed as stipulated in Karnataka
Education Act and Rules.

13. The School Buildings concerning the School and other

basic amenities shall not be given to any commercial activities




or political and non-academic activities cither in the day or

night.

14. The School should not be run for the benefit of any

person or group or the Society.

15. The accounts of the School are to be audited by an

Chartered Accountant every year and the copy thereof has to

be submitted to Deputy Director/Block Education Officer as at

the end of Juneevery year.

16. The School shall follow the Language Policy as per

Govt Notification (Kannada Language Policy 2016).
17.  The Governing Council and Teachers have to discharge

their duties as per the provisions of RTE Act and Karnataka

Education Act and Rules.

18. School/Governing Council shall comply the Rules and
direction of the Government and the Department without fail.

19. It is mandatory to update the school information in

SATS as at the end of March every year.

20. If any of the above condition is violated, the school
recognition will be cancelled as per the RTE Act 2009 and the

Karnataka Education Act, 1983 and the rules framed

thereunder.
